The Trans-Molossia Trail 30 March 2019 XLII 

The eastern half of the Republic of Molossia is undeveloped desert, the Back Forty National Park. Meandering through this sere land-

scape is the Trans-Molossia Trail, a path traveling through the native realm of the Great Basin Desert. Beginning at the Tower of the 

Winds the trail passes the Dead Dog War Battlefield, the ruins of Fort Joe, the Molossia cemetery, Molhenge, and finally Helicopter 

Rock before returning back to the Tower of the Winds. In recent years the trail has been rather neglected but lately the Molossian 

National Park Service has refurbished it, widened it and cleaned it up in preparation for the upcoming 2019 tourist season. One of the 

most exciting improvements has been the creation of the Music Maker, an eclectic collection of various “instruments“ that can be 

used by visitors while traveling the trail. Located next to Molhenge, soon the quiet of the desert will be enlivened by the sound of 

bells, chimes, tubs and cans, in some semblance of music. We are quite proud of the improvements to the Trans-Molossia Trail and 

look forward to it showing off a seldom-seen side of Molossia to our many visitors.

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 Visiting Molossia 
Molossia is a real place and we welcome visitors.  With the advent of tourist season upon us,  it 

is important to note a few points about visiting our nation: 

 

Visitors to Molossia must not come unannounced. This is our home as well as our nation and 

we may be unavailable to receive you. Visitors cannot tour the nation unescorted, again because 

it is also our home. Tourist Season is from 15 April through 15 October; tours take place 

monthly on specific dates.  Please see the previous page for tour dates.  Please RSVP your desire 

to visit and the number of your party to mininfo@molossia.org. 

Passports not required for entry into Molossia from the United States. Passports are, however, 

recommended and will be stamped upon entry. There are no visa requirements for entry into 

Molossia. Please note, for visitors wishing to visit Molossia from outside the United States, there 

may be visa requirements to enter the United States. The Molossian Government cannot assist 

in obtaining visas to enter the United States. 

Foreign nationals are not allowed to take up employment or residence within the Republic. 

 

Citizenship in the Republic of Molossia is limited to residents of our nation only. We are not accepting new citizens nor new residents. 

 

Our nation is very small and very remote. We are over forty-eight Imperial Nortons ( 48 km / 30 mi) from the nearest airport and elev-

en Imperial Nortons (11 km / 7 mi) from the nearest hotel accommodations and restaurants. Visitors will be responsible for their own 

transportation and accommodations; our government can make recommendations but has no travel office to help with arrangements. 

 

The size of our nation prohibits all but a short visit. While there are things to see and do in Molossia, our nation is not a major tourist 

attraction. Plan to spend only about an hour or two touring; visitors may remain no more that three hours. There is plenty to do in the 

surrounding area to occupy you after your visit and make your trip worthwhile. 

The following items are prohibited in the Republic of Molossia: 

 

Firearms, ammunition, explosives, drugs and tobacco are all prohibited as well as incandescent lightbulbs, plastic shopping bags, cat-

fish, "fresh" spinach, salesmen, onions and walruses.
